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DAF Helps Waste Collectors Clean up in the West

The waste collection industry is a tough business, especially 

for owner-operators. Father and son, Eric and Jade 

Broadwith, start their shifts at 4 am and work up to 12 hours 

a day, six days a week, collecting commercial and industrial 

waste in Perth’s outer eastern suburbs. Neither complains – 

they love their jobs, thanks mostly to their choice of vehicles 

– DAF’s CF75 multi-axle rigid.

 

Between them, Eric and Jade have close to 60 years trucking 

experience. They have done a variety of contracting jobs over 

the years, and used a range of American-style and European 

trucks, including a Kenworth T650 which was used in the 

family furniture removal business for several years. When 

they decided to become waste collectors, they headed straight 

for their local PACCAR dealer, Kenworth DAF WA, in Perth.

 

The father and son both purchased DAF FAD CF75 8x4 rigids. 

Their trucks are powered by a DAF 9.2-litre turbo-intercooled 

engine, producing 360 hp (at 2200 rpm) and up to 1070 ft/lb of 

torque (at 1200-1700 rpm). They also feature Meritor MT21-144 

double drive tandem axle, riding on Kenworth Airglide 400 four-

bag air suspension with shock absorbers and stabiliser bars.

 

The only difference between their trucks is that Eric’s 

DAF, which is configured as a rear hook lift truck, includes 

the 12AS1930 ZF AS Tronic, 12-speed automated manual 

transmission. Jade’s DAF, which is fitted with a front-end lift, 

includes the Allison 3000, five-speed automatic gearbox with 

overdrive, and a DAF exhaust brake.

 

“The DAF is effortless to operate,” Eric said. “The cab-over’s 

small turning circle makes it just as manoeuvrable in heavy 

metropolitan traffic as narrow suburban streets and tight 

spots where customer bins are stored. After test driving the 

CF75, we knew it was the right truck for us and for the job.”

 

“It’s simply a pleasure to drive,” Jade added. “The 

instrumentation is well laid out and there’s excellent visibility 

all around the truck. The cab is not just comfortable, it’s quiet. 

You can’t hear any traffic noise or even the PTO when it’s 

operating. Also the truck is very quiet to run. That’s important 

in the refuse business, especially when you’re collecting 

rubbish in residential areas before dawn.”

 

“DAF makes all the difference,” Jade said. “It’s like driving a 

car – it’s smooth, responsive and it’s a comfortable ride. Even 

after a long shift, you’re still in great shape, ready to do it all 

again tomorrow.”
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Kenworth has reset the standard for productivity and driver-

friendly innovations with its new K200, according to two 

leading trucking companies which conducted intensive  

six-month trials of the model, accumulating more than  

a million kilometres of trial miles.

The K200 is a versatile truck which suits most applications, 

particularly 25m and 26m B-double and B-triple 

combinations. What sets it apart are a host of new 

enhancements, including improved cooling capacity, exterior 

and interior styling, improved access, storage and a more 

spacious cab. 

“The K200 caters to all needs. It’s a highly productive and 

reliable vehicle which our operators love to drive,” said Mark 

Tobin, Director of Followmont Transport, one of Queensland’s 

largest independently-owned transport companies. 

“On the outside, the K200 is a solid workhorse like the iconic 

K104B. On the inside, it has a roomy and well-appointed 

cabin that any driver would envy,” said Lance Fisher, Fleet 

Maintenance Manager for Sydney-based J L Pierce, one of 

Australia’s biggest privately-owned transport firms. J L Pierce 

maintains a stable of 70 Kenworths that handle the lion’s 

share of its regional and interstate line haul. 

Despite the different transport requirements, both companies 

agree that the K200 provides improved driver comfort and safety, 
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without sacrificing its role as the hard-working line haul vehicle.

The K200 introduces many other improvements, most notably 

a new Charge Air Cooler (CAC) cooling package which, 

together with improvements to auxiliary coolers, enhances 

cooling performance. 

“We have trialled several trucks from other manufacturers,” 

Lance said. “The K200 is by far the best in terms of quality 

build and performance. That’s testament to Kenworth’s 

engineering capability.” 

Mark said Followmont plans to buy several Kenworths 

this year, including three K200s. “It’s as good as any other 

Kenworth on the road – and that’s saying something.” To
